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“THE HERITAGE OF SAMARRA” JOURNAL:

To highlight the cultural aspects of the city of Samarra, and to
focus on the heritage of its holy imams, since their arrival to
the city and till this day. The idea was to issue a specialized
journal entitled “The heritage of Samarra”, which deals with
the historical, cultural and intellectual heritage of the two holy
imams, as well as the heritage of Samarra and its scholarly
figures of old and modern times, and also concentrating on the
writings and remarks written about the city of Samarra.

On this basis, the journal was issued under the terms of the
Ministry of Higher Education and Scientific Research, tobecome
one of the main sources for the history and heritage of Samarra
in general, and to maintain the work, two Committees were
established for the journal: the first is the scientific supervision
of the work of the journal and its academic context, it is up to
them to collect and compile research, to write researchers and

then to issue numbers one by one.

A) The Establishment of a museum at the holy Al-Askariein
Shrine.

B) The Establishment of a public library in the courtyard of
the holy Askariein Shrine.

C) The Establishment of a specialized library at the Samarra
Heritage Centre.

Mahdi (a.s).

E) Investigating the missing libraries of the figures of Samarra
and work to restore and revive them.

F) Tracing what was written on Samarra from manuscripts
and scanned copies, to books and notes, then indexing and

Furthermore,
visits to several organizations in several countries were made,
where meetings with scholars who specialized in activating

joint cooperation in collecting the heritage of Samarra.
